Her career, both with Wheatley and Miller and now
with the newly formed firm of Fairman, Frisk and Monaco, has been marked
by interest and expertise in the rights of consumers; the pursuit of justice
should be a persistent theme of education at Misericordia—in the life of Mrs.
Monaco it has become an intense occupation.

With her husband and three sons, Mrs. Monaco leads a full family life.
Keenly aware of the joys of a family, she had her awareness heightened some
years ago by the death from cancer of her four-year-old daughter. Mrs.
Monaco is now the president of and driving force behind the Candlelighters,
an international organization of the parents of cancer victims. These parents
bring to one another not only comfort but wisdom and practical ideas. Last
November Mrs. Monaco was one of the three recipients of the American
Cancer Society’s Annual National Award, and she thereby added her name to
the very imposing roster of winners of this award.
