HELEN O'CONNOR
DOCTOR OF LAWS, HONORIS CAUSA

College Misericordia confers an honorary degree on Helen O’Connor in
recognition of a life-time commitment to public service. The college criteria
states that for an honorary degree the person selected must demonstrate
“outstanding achievement in government or public service”; Mrs. O'Connor
therefore, fulfills the criteria in two ways: first, as a person whose contribution
to public life in Wyoming Valley speaks for itself; second, as a woman who is
first in her chosen field of endeavor.

Commitment to public service has attracted Helen O’'Connor to active
participation in these civic and social organizations which seek by their nature
and purpose to make life better for all humankind. Not only does she actively
participate in them, she characteristically assumes a leadership role as a
member of the Board of Directors or governing board. She is a member of the
Board of St. Michael's School for Boys, of the Wilkes-Barre Chamber of
Commerce, of the Wilkes-Barre Catholic Youth Center where she serves on
the Endowment Committee, and of the Penn’s Woods Girl Scout Council.
Other organizations where her affiliation brings out her leadership qualities,
again as Board member, are specialized health-care groups such as the Luzerne
County Association for Retarded Citizens and the American Heart Association
where she has served as campaign chairperson.

Dedicated public servant and concerned private citizen, Helen O’Connor in
her daily life exemplifies one of the purposes for which College Misericordia
was founded: according to early catalogs, the College stated that it “seeks to
return to the Valley community educated women who will take on a leadership
role to serve that community and Northeastern Pennsylvania.” Mrs. O’'Connor
is recognized as the first woman to be elected to a county office; she is the first
woman President of the Pennsylvania Register of Wills Association. Inan age
when the emergence of women has become a nationally recognized milestone
on the American public scene, Helen O'Connor has already made her mark in
local public life.

For these reasons College Misericordia acknowledges Helen O’Connor as a
woman who understands and exemplifies the concept of “compassionate
service” spelled out in College Misericordia’s Life and Mission statement.




DR. WALLACE STETTLER
DOCTOR OF LAWS, HONORIS CAUSA

Doctor Wallace F. Stettler has been chosen to receive an honorary degree
from College Misericordia in recognition of his life-long service to both church
and school, and, therefore, service to humankind. Outstanding achievement in
either education or religion is one of the criteria for a Misericordia honorary
degree; Dr. Stettler is qualified in both areas.

A native of Philadelphia, Dr. Stettler received his A B. degree in Philosophy
and English from Dickinson College, Carlisle, Pennsylvania. He later obtained
his Master of Divinity degree from Drew Theological Seminary, Madison,
New Jersey, and his Doctor of Humanities degree from King's College,
Wilkes-Barre.

His name is well-known in Wyoming Valley for his leadership role in the
Presidency of Wyoming Seminary, a co-educational college preparatory school
in Kingston. Since 1967 Dr. Stettler, the ninth President of Seminary, has
made the school one of the outstanding private, independent preparatory
schools in the Northeast. The Wallace F. Stettler Learning Resource Center on
the Kingston campus was dedicated in his honor in 1978. He is the only
secondary school president elected to serve with college and university
presidents on the prestigious University Senate of the National Association of
Schools and Colleges of the United Methodist Church.

In the community Dr. Stettler evidences his concern for others by his active
involvement in the United Way of Wyoming Valley where he chairs the 1982
Educational Division Campaign. His civic interests are reflected in his
membership on the Board of Leadership Wilkes-Barre Steering Committee,
the Economic Development Council of Northeastern Pennsylvania, and the
Board of Trustees, Lycoming College.

Dr. Stettler's commitment to religious affairs stems from his early
affiliation with the Eastern Pennsylvania Conference of the United Methodist
Church where he has served on the Board of Education and the Board of
Ministerial Training. He is a member of the Board of Directors of the National
Association of Schools, Colleges and Universities of the United Methodist
Church, the largest denominational network of church related educational
institutions in the United States.

While only his current achievements and involvements have been
delineated here, they stem, of course, from a deep-rooted choice one person has
made to meet the needs of the people of God, through education and religious
commitment, combining the human gifts of learning and caring.
